At The Sands Khao Lak, we believe in creating a sustainable balance between
economic progress, environmental stewardship, and community well-being. We recognize
that the hospitality and tourism industry must evolve to become more environmentally
responsible, driven by both ethical obligation and increasing guest expectations.

To minimize our impact on the environment, we have fully integrated sustainability
principles into our core operations. Our ongoing efforts are centered around reducing
energy and water usage, minimizing waste, and preserving natural biodiversity. Guided
by the principles of Reduce, Reuse, Recycle, we continue to innovate and improve our
practices.

Environmental Commitment
We are committed to reducing our greenhouse gas emissions and supporting local
biodiversity. As part of this commitment, we set a target in 2024 to reduce emissions from
energy, water, and waste by 20% by the end of 2030.

In April 2025, we successfully installed 400 kW of solar panels on our accommodation
buildings. This marks a significant step toward renewable energy integration, and we plan
to continue expanding our solar capacity in the coming years.

Additionally, we are actively working to reduce chemical usage by 5% by the end of 2026.
This initiative includes enhanced monitoring, applying chemicals only when necessary, and
prioritizing environmentally friendly alternatives wherever possible.

Progress from Previous Years (2023-2024)
From 2023 to 2024, The Sands Khao Lak implemented several key improvements to
enhance energy efficiency and overall environmental performance:

o Alllight bulbs across the property were replaced with energy-efficient LED
alternatives, helping to reduce electricity consumption.

e Electric timers were installed in 80% of public areas, ensuring that lighting and
systems operate only when needed.

¢ Water consumption decreased by 7.53% compared to 2023, driven by improved
greywater recycling, upgraded fixtures, and enhanced monitoring practices.
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e 76% of guest accommodation is now equipped with VRV air conditioning
systems, with full implementation (100%) targeted by the end of 2025.

We are pleased to report that, as of 31st December 2024, we have achieved a6.27%
reduction in greenhouse gas emissions per guest night (kg CO,e) compared to 2023
levels.

Energy & Water Management

All power, lighting, and cooling systems within our resort are governed by an
advanced Energy Management System. We exclusively use LED lighting, and our staff are
trained to monitor and maintain energy-saving practices.

Water conservation is equally critical. We treat and reuse greywater for landscape
irrigation, and we continuously monitor water usage to ensure efficient operation across all
departments.

Waste Management

Effective waste management is a top priority. We actively separate recyclable
materials—paper, glass, metal, and plastic—and work closely with local recyclers.
Reducing waste not only benefits the environment but significantly cuts disposal costs.

We also strive to source seasonally and locally whenever possible. By supporting
nearby suppliers, we reduce carbon emissions from transportation and contribute to the
local economy.

Social & Community Engagement

We provide meaningful opportunities to the local Nang Thong community,
including employment as transport drivers, therapists, and authorized vendors. Our team
regularly engages in educational outreach to promote environmental awareness and
cultural appreciation.
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We support wildlife and marine conservation initiatives and do not engage in or
endorse any activity that exploits animals. Our programs align with both local government
and community conservation efforts.

We are dedicated to protecting human rights, promoting diversity, and ensuring
an inclusive and respectful environment for employees, guests, and local communities,
including indigenous groups in Phang Nga.

Child protection is of utmost importance to us. We urge all guests, team members,
and partners to report any suspicious activity that could endanger a child. Rapid reporting
helps us act swiftly and responsibly.
